This drops the temps in my barn by a good 5-10 degrees,
just enough to keep them comfortable most of the time. When temps get over 100 degrees | worry regardless.
Some use ceramic tiles that are kept in the freezer and switch them out every so often for a fresh cold one. The
rabbits can lie on them and cool themselves. Some use frozen water bottles for them to lie against and some freeze
water balloons which the balloon can then be removed leaving the ice to be placed into the cage for them to lie
against. These are just a few ideas. If you have any others please feel free to send them in to your adult or youth
director for publishing!

Fair season has gotten underway! Good luck to all exhibitors at the many fairs across our great country. We
will all be praying for cool weather and great results for the Mini Lops everywhere!

District 2 Youth - Kaitlynmn Dueck

Hello Everybunny,

Shianne here, well this is my last report as | have aged out and am moving to
open. So my sister Kaitlynn will be taking over.

Convention is on its way again, | hope you guys are getting your bunnies
ready. Make sure to run a brush through your show bunnies once a day to keep
them in good condition. You can also get your hands a little damp and run your
fingers through their fur, pulling out all the loose hairs. And remember to watch
your molting bunnies; you don't want them to get a blockage from grooming
themselves. A little timothy and 1cc of mineral oil for those that have really
blown their coats and you should be ok.

If you think your rabbit is showing signs of a fur block, e.g.; hiding at the
back of the cage, not eating, not pooping, or poops are getting smaller, and are
connected together by fur. (String of pearls), but they are still drinking, or you
have at least made sure there is nothing wrong with their water, and then you should give them some pure
pineapple juice by syringe. (no sugar added) Up to about 10cc, or as much as you can get them to take. Let them
rest, and see if they start pooping/eating again. If not, now would be the time to bring out the big guns! Meat
tenderizer! No, not to prepare the rabbit for eating, Lawry’s or Adolf’s Meat Tenderizer, mixed with some water,
acts like Drano on fur blockage. Syringe feed this to the rabbit. You should see results within a couple hours. And
always offer water, because the meat tenderizer has a LOT of salt.

For anyone that is new or even has been in rabbits for years it is a good thing to know the laws in your city or
town on having animals. It is always also good to talk to your neighbors too. We had a run in with our local zoning
dept.; we were just fine and in all the right regulations. But it’s always good to keep your rabbitry clean and ready
for anything and talk to the neighbors around you.
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Kaitlynn’s view ~ It’s been a cooler summer here on the central coast of Cali. | hope it’s been cooler where
you are. Our club has gone through a lot but we still have a club and youth district directors. | just found out that
the CA Gov. just passed a new law, SB917 stating that you can longer as of Jan 1st sell, trade, or give away any
animal in a parking lot, street, highway or parks. And you will also not be allowed to have for sale animals on
display the community. (our shows?) So that means in the state of CA we won’t be able to sell animals at rabbit
shows, which kind of defeats the purpose of showing and selling quality animals. But good thing for us the soon to
be, Annual MLRCA Spring Show is in Reno, Nevada so no worries there.

We have had a hard last couple of months because we were prepping the animals for our county fair, and with
the stress of all that, our neighbor called the county on us. He told us it was for flies, but then he said it was
because our turkeys gobbled too much. Now that’s funny. The thing was we told him all the turkeys and most of
the rabbits would be gone during fair and the turkeys would not be returning. We completely gutted out our whole
backyard and cleaned everything.

We only have four standard chickens left, and one bantam, no turkeys and we down sized a lot on our rabbits.
When the lady came she was only here for 3 min and then left saying that everything was fine.

We have since found out that we are allowed to have as much poultry (including turkeys) and rabbits as we
want, as long as they are 25 feet from his house, and flies/rodents, etc. aren’t out of control. We don’t have a
rodent problem, thanks to our cat. And as for the flies, it has been and EXTREMELY wet year for our normally
dry area. Everyone is complaining of flies. So | am sure we are going to be hearing from him again soon. Fun
times!

Keeping our
herd cool has become a full time job. We have had heat indexes as high as 118 degrees here in VA. | know
that there are a lot of ideas out there about keeping your rabbits cool but here are some of the ideas that | have
used. We use large commercial fans; some are ceiling mounted and some are oscillating floor models, which
we place at both ends of the barn. Our newest idea is to make “swamp coolers” (galvanized tubs filled with
ice and placed in front of the fans). This will usually lower our temps by about 5-7 degrees. If you have
ideas, submit them to our editor for publication. Articles from members are always welcome.

This is a new and exciting time for the MLRCA. We are working hard to maintain our current
membership and obtaining new members. The Board of the MLRCA has had several conference calls to
discuss our future and goals.

ARTICLE 2: Objectives
The objectives of this not for profit club shall be to promote and improve the breeding of Mini Lop rabbits, disseminate information to the members, provide
educational opportunities, encourage the exhibition in all varieties, and maintain and improve the Mini Lop standard.

ARTICLE 3: Affiliation
Section 1: The MLRCA shall affiliate with the American Rabbit Breeders Association, Inc. (ARBA)
Section 2: Any local, district or state Mini Lop Specialty Club chartered with the ARBA and whose organization is in accord with that of this club is strongly urged
to affiliate with the MLRCA. Officers of all clubs affiliated with the MLRCA must be members in good standing with the ARBA as well as the MLRCA.

ARTICLE 4: Membership
Any person of good character, who agrees with the objectives of the MLRCA, may become a member of this club. A signed membership application prescribed by
the executive board along with payment of at least one (1) year membership dues shall be submitted to the secretary/treasurer. The term will begin from the
date of receipt of application and dues.

ARTICLE 5: Officers

Section 1: The officers of the MLRCA shall consist of a president, vice president, immediate past president, secretary/treasurer and nine (9) directors. The four (4)
officers and nine (9) directors shall constitute the executive board. Each director shall be elected by the membership from his/her geographical area which is
referred to as a district. The districts are as follows:

District 1: Alaska, Vancouver Island, British Columbia, Alberta, Idaho, Montana, Oregon, Washington and Wyoming

District 2: Arizona, Hawaii, Nevada, Utah, and California

District 3: North Dakota, South Dakota, Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska and Wisconsin

District 4: Arkansas, Oklahoma, Texas, Colorado, and New Mexico

District 5: Illinois, Kansas, and Missouri

District 6: Alabama, Georgia, Florida, Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee and Puerto Rico

District 7: Maine, Massachusetts, Connecticut, New Hampshire, New York, Rhode Island, Vermont, and Quebec

District 8: Indiana, Kentucky, Michigan, Ohio, Manitoba, and Ontario

District 9: Delaware, Pennsylvania, Maryland, New Jersey, Virginia, West Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, D.C. and foreign countries.

Section 2: The president, vice president, and directors shall be elected by the membership by mail ballot or by a ballot printed in The Mini Lop Advocate. The
executive board will approve and appoint a person to the position of secretary/treasurer. To be eligible for any office all candidates must be a current member in
good standing of the MLRCA and ARBA, have been an owner and breeder of Mini Lops for at least two years(2) just prior to seeking office, and must continue
with the breed while holding office. No two (2) members from the same household may serve on the executive board at the same time.

Section 3: All officers except the secretary/treasurer shall have their resume printed in The Mini Lop Advocate for the benefit of the membership. The president
and four (4) directors, one from each district 2, 4, 6 and 8 shall be elected in even years. The vice president and five (5) directors, one from each district 1, 3, 5,7
and 9 shall be elected in odd years.

Section 4: The term for all officers, except the office of secretary/treasurer shall be for two (2) years. There is no specific term limit for the office of
secretary/treasurer since it is an appointed office. The term of those elected shall begin under order of new business at the annual meeting. Each officer may
hold office for an unlimited number of terms.

Section 5: Vacancies in any office shall be filled by appointment of the president, subject to a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the executive board.

Section 6: An executive board member failing to report his/her vote concerning MLRCA matters to the president with fifteen (15) days of request, shall by his/her
silence, forfeit his/her vote to the president, who will cast that vote as he/she wishes.

Section 7: The board of directors shall conduct business as usual in the event a quorum of the officers is not present. Any board member unable to attend official
MLRCA board meetings will be contacted by the president within two (2) weeks following the board meeting to vote only on those issues presented at the board
meeting. The president will not discuss old business nor ask for new business of those board members not present at the board meeting. The president will report
the result(s) of the board member’s vote to the rest of the board members in a timely manner.

Section 8: Directors may appoint assistants (such as youth directors) to staff their district subject to approval of the president. Their term of appointment will run
concurrently with the director’s term of office and is subject to reconfirmation at the beginning of each term of office.

ARTICLE 6: Voting Procedures

Section 1: Any member who desires to become a candidate for office must be in good standing and must fill out a nomination petition. This petition is published in
the winter issue of The Mini Lop Advocate and/or may be obtained from the secretary/treasurer. The petition must be signed by a minimum of three (3)
members in good standing who are current residents of the candidate’s district. Completed petitions must be returned to the secretary/treasurer and must be
postmarked no later than May 1¥. EXCEPTION: Petitions for secretary/treasurer must be returned to the president and must be postmarked by any date
determined by the board of directors in order to keep this office filled.

Section 2: When the nomination petition is received by the secretary/ treasurer, he/she shall determine if the member is eligible to run for office.

Section 3: The secretary/treasurer will mail the ballots, or they may appear in the official publication not later than July 1%, to all members whose dues do not expire
prior to July 1%. The names of all candidates who have properly qualified under Article 5, Section 2 and Article 6, Section 1, shall appear on the ballot. A self-
addressed envelope shall accompany each ballot with the election chairperson’s name and address thereon. Ballots must be postmarked no later than August 1%
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The committee will count all acceptable ballots and send a certified statement of the results to the president and secretary/treasurer. The president and/or the
secretary/treasurer will retain the ballots and the certified statement for one (1) year in the event there is any question concerning the ballots.

Section 4: No person whose name appears on the election ballot may be on the election committee.

Section 5: In the event of a tie between two (2) or more persons for the same office, selection shall be made by a runoff election. In the event only one (1) person is
running for the office, that person shall be deemed elected to that office.

Section 6: Any member who has previously resigned an office must have executive board approval to run for any future office.

Section 7: Members who submit their membership as a family membership shall have three (3) votes per family. A husband and wife membership shall have two
(2) votes. A single ADULT membership shall have one (1) vote. Youth purchasing adult membership may vote.

ARTICLE 7: Duties of Officers

Section 1: The president shall preside at all meetings and perform other duties that pertain to his/her office. The president will fill all positions on standing
committees.

Section 2: The vice president shall perform all duties of the president in his/her absence or disability. If the office of president becomes vacant, the vice president
will succeed him/her in office.

Section 3: The immediate past president shall provide support and direction to the president and vice president. The “most recent” immediate past president in
good standing will hold this position. This person will only preside over meetings or direct the organization if both the president and vice president are unable to
serve or attend a meeting. If the immediate past president is not running for office the president may appoint this person to chair the election committee.

Section 4: The secretary/treasurer shall perform the following duties: be custodian of all funds; maintain a bank account in the name of the MLRCA; maintain a
complete set of books and records; act on all membership applications received; act on all sanction requests; consult and advise the president regarding
unexpected situations; furnish an annual report to the executive board showing the MLRCA’s general condition. In addition, the secretary/treasurer shall keep an
accurate record of all the meetings and perform other duties, which may be assigned by the president. The secretary/treasurer shall be bonded to cover the assets
of the MLRCA. The executive board will review the amount of bond coverage at each annual meeting. The secretary/treasurer, president, vice president, and
immediate past president shall collaboratively prepare a budget for the upcoming year and present it to the-board for approval at the board meeting at the ARBA
Convention.

Section 5: The executive board shall: have the power to transact all MLRCA business between meetings; approve all appointments made by the president; act upon
charges brought before them; formulate rules; award the locations of the National Mini Lop Show; and decide on any questions of policy or anything not
specifically covered in this constitution and bylaws. The secretary/treasurer shall make a full report at the annual meeting of all matters handled during the year
by the board.

Section 6: District directors shall write an article for publication in each issue of The-Mini Lop Advocate. These articles must contain information on what is
happening in their specific district in relation to Mini Lops. Directors should be able to attend at least 50% of the annual meetings held by the national club
during their term in office.

ARTICLE 8: Amendments
This constitution may be amended as set forth in the bylaws.

Mini Lop Club of America

Bylaws
ARTICLE 1: Meetings
Section 1: The annual meeting shall be held during the annual convention show of the American Rabbit Breeders Association, Inc.
Section 2: The president may call a meeting of the executive board at any time during the annual convention of the American Rabbit Breeders Association, or the
National Mini Lop Show.

ARTICLE 2: Parliamentary Authority
Section 1: Unless otherwise provided in these Articles, Robert’s Rules of Order governs the transaction of business of all meetings.
Section 2: In order to transact business at any general membership meeting of the MLRCA, there shall be a quorum of at least fifteen (15) voting members, in
addition to the officers present.

ARTICLE 3: Discipline

Section 1: The executive board may, by a majority vote, expel any member, or reject an application for membership or renewal, providing charges have been filed
by another member. The lack of good sportsmanship or other action detrimental to the objectives of the MLRCA will likewise be grounds for expulsion if
substantiated by the board.

Section 2: A member against whom charges have been filed, shall be fully informed by the secretary/treasurer and given thirty (30) days to reply before action is
taken by the executive board.

Section 3: Any member expelled or rejected may be eligible for reinstatement after a period of one (1) year, upon a 2/3 majority of the executive board.

Section 4: If an officer or director does not fulfill his/her duties or shows a lack of interest in matters of the MLRCA, he/she shall be asked to resign by the
president. If he/she fails to do so, the executive board, by a majority vote, shall declare the office vacant.

Section 5: If an officer or director gives up the breeding of Mini Lop rabbits during his/her term, he/she shall resign his/her office effective immediately.

Section 6: Any member who files charges against another member must submit two hundred dollars ($200.00) with the complaint. If the charges are substantiated
by a vote of the executive board, the two hundred dollars ($200.00) will be refunded. If not, the two hundred dollars ($200.00) will not be refunded and will be
used for the next convention’s Mini Lop specials.

ARTICLE 4: Standing Committees
Section 1: Election committee
If the immediate past president is running for office, the president may appoint an election committee consisting of a chairperson and two (2) members. Their
duties shall be to receive and certify the results to the president and secretary/treasurer within ten (10) days after the closing of the polls.
Section 2: Auditing committee
The president shall appoint an auditing committee consisting of a chairman and two (2) additional members from the membership of the MLRCA. The
secretary/treasurer will provide the books and a prepared report to the committee no later than 6:00 PM on Monday evening during the ARBA’s convention.
The committee will audit the books and establish that proper procedures are performed by the secretary/treasurer to: insure that all monies received and
expended are properly controlled and reported; to review all procedures and assist the secretary/treasurer to insure the most convenient and/or more
economical methods are used; and to remain aware of how income is derived and monies are expended. The chairperson will go over the report the
secretary/treasurer has prepared with the secretary/treasurer and the secretary/treasurer will present the report for a membership vote at the annual general
membership meeting during the ARBA convention.
Section 3: Standard committee
The standard committee shall consist of a chairperson and at least four (4) additional members, appointed from different districts. The standard committee shall
perform the following duties: screen all suggested changes to the standard; make recommendations concerning those changes in the breed standard to the
membership; insure the membership is polled; and to fulfill the obligation of a specialty club standard committee mandated by the ARBA. Further, they are in
charge of protecting and interpreting the breed standard.
Section 4: Show committee
The show committee in charge of Mini Lops at the ARBA Convention Show shall consist of one open and one youth person for the positions of breed
chairperson, breed superintendent, breed secretary and recorder. Additional support personnel may also be required to enable this committee to carry out its
duties. This committee is also responsible for the proper showing and care of entries, recording of show results, procurement of trophies, operation of the
MLRCA'’s booths and arrangement of the annual club dinner meeting.
Section 5: Official publication editor
The editing of the official publication, The Mini Lop Advocate, shall be done by a committee of one (1). The editor shall be responsible for all content of the
publication and arrange for publication quarterly. All monies will be sent to the secretary/treasurer. The secretary/treasurer and the editor will communicate
in a manner so that both are clear regarding members who have paid/unpaid memberships or ads. The editor shall receive from the secretary/treasurer a set of
labels of all paid-up members.
Section 6: Constitution committee
The constitution committee shall consist of a chairperson and appointed members, one of which shall be the secretary/treasurer. Their duty shall be to review the
MLRCA Constitution and Bylaws on an annual basis to be sure that it reflects the state of affairs. They shall make recommendations for changes to the
executive board and shall investigate changes suggested by the executive board and membership. They, along with the secretary/treasurer, shall monitor the
club’s actions to ensure compliance with the constitution and bylaws.
Section 7: Sweepstakes committee
The sweepstakes chairperson(s) shall be a committee of one (1) or two (2). They are responsible for open and youth sweepstakes. When a sweepstakes person
resigns or quits, the president and the board is to be notified in writing. This opening shall be published in The Mini Lop Advocate. Any member wishing to
apply for the position must submit a resume. Although this committee is appointed and governed by the president, resumes shall be reviewed by the board and
the candidate selected by a majority vote of the board.
Section 8: Judges Committee
This committee will consist of a chairperson and two (2) or three (3) other members from different states. They will be in charge of developing a list of
nominated judges, develop a ballot and poll the members, and hire the best Mini Lop judges for the national ARBA Convention.

ARTICLE 5: Compensation

Section 1: The secretary/treasurer shall receive a portion of the membership as appropriate compensation. This amount will never be less than $1.00 for a single
youth/adult, $2.00 for husband and wife, and $3.00 for a family membership. The secretary/treasurer will also not receive less than .50 for each sanction
received. The executive board may increase these portions. These amounts, plus the ARBA convention and MLRCA national show expense check, shall be the
secretary/treasurer’s total compensation.

Section 2: The president and the secretary/treasurer shall each receive an amount up to, but not exceeding $300 toward their expenses to the annual ARBA
Convention and the National Mini Lop Specialty Show. If the president is unable to attend, the vice-president may receive an amount up to, but not exceeding
$300 toward the same expenses.

Section 3: The sweepstakes chairperson(s) shall receive not less than $1.50 per show report. This shall be the total compensation for the sweepstakes chairperson(s).

Section 4: The supply chairperson or assistant shall receive fifteen percent (15%) of the gross sales that he/she encumbers. This shall be the total compensation for
the supply chairperson or assistant.

Section 5: The board reserves the right to seek and award bids for an editor for The Mini Lop Advocate. This shall be the editor’s total compensation.

ARTICLE 6: Convention judges
Section 1: All members in attendance at the annual general membership meeting may submit the names of two (2) prospective judges. Open will nominate for
open judging and youth will nominate for youth judging. A ballot will be generated from those names submitted and printed in the winter issue of the Mini Lop
Advocate. The three (3) judges receiving the most votes will be asked to judge in the division in which they were chosen. They will be procured for the first
year they are available. Open positions, no further than three (3) years out, are filled with judges with the next highest votes received.
Section 2: It is recommended that a host national club hire an outside judge.
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ARTICLE 7: Dues
Section 1: Membership dues shall be recommended by the executive board for approval by the members at the annual meeting. Dues categories include single
membership, husband and wife membership, youth membership, family membership and life membership. Age of youth membership shall coincide with the
ARBA youth age.
Section 2: All members shall be notified thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of their membership. Points will not be awarded during any period of lapsed
membership. If membership is renewed, points will be awarded from the date of the membership renewal and points earned prior to the membership lapse will
be added to the current sweepstakes year.

ARTICLE 8: Amendments

Section 1: This constitution and bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of votes cast by ballot of the entire membership. All members are to be
notified in writing of the proposed amendment and furnished a ballot.

Section 2: This constitution and bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of all members present at the annual meeting. Members must have been
notified at least thirty (30) days prior to the annual meeting of proposed changes to the constitution and bylaws. There must be at least twenty-five (25) members
in addition to the officers in attendance.

Section 3: Any member may submit a resolution to the executive board for an amendment to the constitution and bylaws providing it is signed by three (3) or more
members in good standing and submitted at least ninety (90) days prior to the annual meeting. Members must be notified prior to the required thirty (30) days.
The resolution must also appear on the agenda of the annual meeting.

Section 4: All resolutions for an amendment to the constitution and bylaws shall be submitted to the chairperson of the constitution and bylaws committee no later
than June 1¥. This allows time for communication and clarification between the executive board and the constitution and bylaws committee and ensures that it
can appear in the fall issue of The Mini Lop Advocate.

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) Y, \_5 HOW TO “RUN” RABBITS AT CONVENTIONS
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At each ARBA Convention and Mini Lop National show, a large part of success is contributed to the wonderful people
who volunteer to carry rabbits to and from the judging tables. These people are an integral part of keeping the show
running smoothly, efficiently, and timely. PLEASE HAVE A SHARPIE OR DARK PEN IN YOUR POCKET AND
WEAR COMFORTABLE SHOES!

Prior to the show there is often a short meeting briefing the folks that would like to carry rabbits for the day. With that
being said, getting a group of excited Mini Loppers rounded up for a meeting prior to judging is similar to “herding
cats”. There is grooming to be done, the class auction to be held and bid upon, nerves running on overdrive to name a
few of the immediate distractions. So it is my hope that | can be of assistance to any of those that would like to carry
out this very important task. PLEASE HAVE A SHARPIE OR DARK PEN IN YOUR POCKET AND WEAR
COMFORTABLE SHOES!

Let the judging commence! Each table will be set —up with a judge, a comment taker, a ramrod, and a placement
recorder. In theory, there should be a “ticket” which is a tab taken off of the comment card printed for each rabbit
entered in the class. These tickets are separated from the comment cards, shuffled, and then handed out one by one to
the “runners” or rabbit carriers. The ramrod monitors the animals being brought to the table and ceases handing out
tickets each time the coops become full. PLEASE HAVE A SHARPIE OR DARK PEN IN YOUR POCKET AND
WEAR COMFORTABLE SHOES!

The proper procedure begins with getting a ticket from one of the judging table ramrods. Next, you will look for the
coop number on the ticket and proceed to that area. Begin searching high and low for the particular coop, normally if
you are vertically challenged...they are on the top row, if you are a tree...they are near your ankles. Once you have
located the correct coop, HERE IS WHERE THE SHARPIE COMES IN TO PLAY, mark the coop card (the one
stapled to that animals coop) with a large /. This means the rabbit occupying this coop has gone to the table for judging.
Next, work on getting the Mini Lop out of the coop and safely into your arms. Remember, the rabbit you are about to
pick-up is most likely scared to death. Many are not used to being shown, handled by strangers, handled differently,
being at a show thousands of miles away with 20,000 other rabbits and loud speakers, or all of the above. You can
expect all, or part, of the following to occur to you as a runner....being scratched, bitten, mauled, disesmboweled, or any
number of other unforeseen incidents. Please keep in mind that these animals normally are not vicious, they are scared,
and unfortunately these are “hazards of the occupation”. Talk slowly and gently to the rabbit while taking it out of the
coop. NEVER SCRUFF THE RABBIT. Many people, like myself, have spent countless hours grooming these rabbits
(even if it doesn’t look like it) that are attending nationals and would not like all those hours wasted on someone that
doesn’t know how to handle rabbits. Ideally, the rabbit is facing you in his coop, if not; try to gently turn it around to
face you. Place your hand under the tummy and your other hand on its bottom, to secure it from kicking. This will not
only help keep you from getting scratched but keep the rabbit safe from thrashing and potentially harming itself. Again,
very gently take the rabbit out of the coop and straight into the crook of your elbow in the “football hold”. Proceed to
the table. Remember to take the rabbit to the same table that you took the ticket from, as there are generally 2-3 tables
judging/running simultaneously. Put the rabbit into an empty coop and either give your ticket to the ramrod or place it
on top of the coop that contains that particular rabbit. If the rabbit starts kicking or struggling on the way to the table,
please take a knee. If you lose your grip, the rabbit will have much less farther to fall then if you are standing.
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If the rabbit does end up on the floor, remain calm. Try to get in front of the rabbit and get as low as possible.
Remember that rabbits are prey animals that have the flight instinct. This means, if they are being pursued from behind,
they will dart to get away. The more you grab a rabbit by the hindquarters, the longer you will be chasing it. Ideally,
two or three people should surround the rabbit and the person in front should scoop it up gently, putting it in the proper
football hold, and remain still until the rabbit has relaxed. Take the rabbit to the judging table and inform the ramrod
that the rabbit has fallen on the floor and is considerably stressed. The judge can look over the rabbit for injuries and
make sure it is alright for continued judging. As an exhibitor, please remember that these unfortunate circumstances
and injuries do happen from time to time.

Now that you have safely delivered your first piece of precious cargo, things really start rolling. It is very possible that
once you have placed a rabbit in a coop, there is one ready to return to their coop. The ramrod will let you know what
needs to go back and will give you the ticket that goes with that rabbit. It is very possible that this is not the rabbit that
you brought up in the first place.  Repeat process above but backwards. Find the coop, put rabbit back safe and sound,
HERE’S WHERE YOU NEED YOUR SHARPIE AGAIN...after placing the rabbit into the correct coop, take your
Sharpie and mark a \ across the / that the previous runner placed on the coop card when taking the rabbit to the table,
thus making a completed X. An X on the coop card means that this rabbit has gone to the table and has now returned
from the table, thus ensuring any owner questioning that his or her rabbit has been to the table and judged.

Repeat above directions 5,000 times during a few hour period. THIS IS WHERE THE COMFORTABLE SHOES
COME INTO PLAY ...an hour into running, your knees and feet will begin to throb and blisters will begin to form. By
the end of the day your ankles will be the size of watermelons, your toes will feel like they are going to fall off, your
back will feel like you dug a trench long enough to house the Alaskan Pipeline, and the blisters on your feet will
resemble the large bubble wrap air pockets. To be really truthful, the shoes aren’t going to help much. All of these
symptoms will occur even if you have on comfy footwear but it’s all for the love of our beautiful Mini Lops and | bet
you won’t be able to wait until the next time when we all meet and “run buns” again! PS: If you are lucky enough to
reach your goals, win a first place, be awarded BOB or BOS you will feel none of the problems above. You will be
walking on “Cloud 9” and that will make all of the pain disappear in an instant!
